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What is the East Algoma Community Futures Development Corporation 
(EA CFDC)?
The East Algoma Community Futures Development Corporation is:

· The East Algoma Community Futures Development Corporation (EACFDC) is a federally supported not-for-profit Community Futures Development Corporation 

· Governed by a Board of local volunteers, EACFDC supports community economic development by assisting East Algoma communities and entrepreneurs to strengthen and diversify the local economy
· EACFDC’s mission is to work towards a stronger regional economy while preserving the quality of life
· The following five objectives serve to guide and direct EACFDC in the pursuit of their mission:  to create jobs, to maintain the quality of life, to forge strong community partnerships, to encourage new ventures, and to improve human resources
· In order to meet these objectives EACFDC offers:

· Support for strategic community planning and socio economic development

· Support for community-based projects

· Business Services

· Access to capital (business loans)
· Through FedNor, the Government of Canada provides funding, advice and support to the East Algoma CFDC to carry out this mission

· EACFDC provides these supports in the area that extends from the Township of Tarbutt and Tarbutt Additional in the west to the Town of Spanish in the east

What is the Rural Relief and Recovery CED Fund?

· It is a non-repayable grant which supports community non-profits to recover from the Covid-19 pandemic.  The maximum amount available is $5,000 per applicant and must assist the non-profit in recovery and long-term sustainability.  All projects must be completed by March 31, 2022.  There will be no extensions.
Who is eligible to apply?
    community-based non-profits that play an important role in their communities
What types of activities may be considered ineligible?

· Municipalities, First Nations and Local Service Boards are not eligible

· ongoing operational activities of the Applicant

· private for-profit activities

· Projects that will not be completed by March 31, 2022.

· activities that create financial dependencies on the East Algoma CFDC or FedNor (Government of Canada) or on other government funding sources are not eligible under this initiative

How do we apply?

Complete the application as fully as possible and attach any additional information that you feel is necessary to both describe your project and how you will carry it out.  Retain the application guide and a copy of your completed application for your records.  Submit your completed application to the office listed below.

Applications will be evaluated by the Board of Directors.  Any questions will be addressed to the contact person for your project.  The decision of the Committee is final and may contain conditions about how the funding will be handled.  

Board of Directors meetings are normally held on the fourth Tuesday of each month.  Applications would have to be in the hands of CFDC staff in Blind River at least two weeks prior to a meeting in order to be reviewed by the Board.
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
