Council continues to encourage proper recycling as it’s not only beneficial to the environment, and
extends the life of our Jointly run Tri-Neighbours landfill site, but it’s financially beneficial to the
Ratepayers through recycling rebates based on the volume of recycling that is processed for the
Township.
o Another suggestion that was mentioned was to paint an “identifying” mark on all sides of the bins in
large letters to discourage people from taking something that doesn’t belong to them.
